Israel is a very modern country in its views. Women are equal to men and so focus on their careers as well as family life. This leads to the possibility that fertility rate drops as women are focusing less on having children. This is not the case in Israel though due to the majority being Jewish (79%). The Jewish faith promotes marriage and promotes having children in order to follow the commandments sent by the Lord. This means the population is still growing at 1.5% despite the urban population being so high.
